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William E. Dukes, Sr., M.D.

Clemson, South Carolina

(2007 Silver Antelope Award Honoree)

Dr. Dukes has been active in Scouting for more than 65 years. His tenure with the Boy Scouts of America began in
February of 1941 when his pfth grade teacher, Mrs. Birdy Case, provided him with the pfty cents needed to pay his
registration fee with Troop 43. Additionally, Chiquola Mill assumed the expenses needed for him to prst visit Camp
Old Indian in the summer of 1941, and the Troop purchased his very prst Boy Scout uniform. These were wise
investments, as he soon became Honea Path, South Carolinads prst Eagle Scout in 1946. As a member of Troop 43, he
served as an Assistant Patrol Leader, Patrol Leader, Den Chief, Senior Patrol Leader, and he became a member of the
Order of the Arrow in 1945.

Those who made the seemingly insignipcant contributions to enable Bill Dukes to become a Boy Scout could have never imagined how fruitful their
investment would become over the next six-plus decades. Dr. Dukes has given so graciously of his time and effort to Scouting, his community and
Nation, and he has made a tremendous impact upon countless youth and adults, some of whom currently serve on Council and Regional Boards.

As an adult, his selyess service to others has been so impressive. Bill currently serves as a National Council Representative of the Blue Ridge Council

in Greenville, South Carolina (1977 & Present), as a member of the Council Executive Board (1964 & Present), as a member of the Oconee District
Committee (1962 — Present), and as the Committee Chairman of Troop 43 in Clemson, which he founded . Previously, he served as the Region Chairman
of the Handicapped Awareness Committee (1979 — 1982), as National Chairman of the Special Needs Scouting Committee (1977 — 1978), where he

was instrumental in the development of the Handicapped Awareness Merit Badge, as Council President (1974 & 1977), as Council Vice President (1971
—1974), as District Chairman / District Advancement Chairman (1964 — Unknown), and as an Assistant Scoutmaster of Troop 47 (1947 — 1950), which

was founded by his father.

Following pve years in the textile industry, in 1950 Dr. Dukes entered the United States Navy. He later retired as a Captain following a 36-year career
with the Naval Reserves and is a recipient of the U.S. Navy Achievement Medal (1983). In 1954, he enrolled at Clemson College (how known as
Clemson University) and graduated in 1957 with a B.S. degree in Pre-Medicine. In 1961, he became a M.D. upon graduating from the Medical University
of South Carolina, where he also completed his residency training. Dr. Dukes became the Founder, Owner and Director of Clemson Family Practice in
Clemson, South Carolina, and for 14 years he served as the Family Practice Adviser to four United States Navy Surgeon Generals. He is still actively
practicing medicine after 45 years, and he has delivered more than 2,800 babies at the Anderson County Hospital. Dr. Dukes has consistently mentored

medical students and Family Practice Residents for many years and serves as an Admissions Adviser to the Medical University of South Carolina. He still
actively lectures to a variety of groups, and for nearly 40 years he personally provided physicals free of charge to those Scouts who attended his Council’s
local summer camp program at Camp Old Indian.

Dr. Dukes is one of Clemson Universityds most loyal supporters, and he is a Life Member of IPTAY. He is currently on the Universityis Board of Visitors
and has served as the Personal Physician to three University Presidents. His outstanding service to Clemson University has been recognized several times,
including being bestowed its Distinguished Service Award (1983) and becoming an Honorary Member of the Blue Key Society (2004) and the Tiger
Brotherhood Service Fraternity (1996). He is also a current member of the Clemson Downtown Revitalization Committee.

Bill has received numerous Scouting awards including the Distinguished Eagle Scout Award in 1977 (the prst recipient in the Councilds history), the Silver
Beaver Award (1973), the OA Vigil Honor (1949), the District Award of Merit (19608s), the James E. West Fellowship Award (1994), and the Bronze Good
Shepherd Award for Baptists. He and his wife, Sylvia, who also serves on the Councilis Executive Board, were the prst couple in the Nation to receive

the Silver Good Shepherd Award for Baptists (2003), and they are members of the Heritage Society (1994). They were also the prst donors to establish an

endowment in the Blue Ridge Council for handicapped Scouts.

He and Sylvia, his wife of more than 55 years, are the proud parents of three children, Gene, Dwight, and Maria (deceased), and they have three
grandchildren and two great grandchildren. They are also very active members of Clemson First Baptist Church, where they have served since 1962.

Facilities

Camp Old Indian is 1,000 acres nestled in the foothills of the Blue Ridge Mountains near Travelers Rest, SC (see map on reverse side). Camp Old Indian

is a premier Scout camp in the southeast featuring fun- lled activities for Cub Scouts and parents. Activities for your weekend will include: ARCHERY,
CAMPING, PERSONAL FITNESS, FIELD GAMES, BB GUNS, FIRE BUILDING, and an exciting EVENING CAMPFIRE.

Camp Old Indian has Adirondacks (small shelters open in the front with bunks) and several cabins. If you do not wish to sleep in the Adirondack shelter, you
are welcome to bring your own tent. Please carpool and pack light as vehicles stay in the parking lot.

Registration/Sessions

Check with your Pack leaders on the session they are attending and mark your 1st, 2nd, & 3rd choices on this form. Sessions are lled ona rst come, rst
served basis.
